Membership Fees
· Senior Section
· Annual Subs to remain unchanged at £60 per season

· Subs are due on May 1st
· Any player wishing to play after May 1st who has not paid his subs will pay an additional match fee of £5 per game to cover temporary membership for the day of the game.
· Match subs are to rise from £6 (Seniors) and £4 (Juniors/Students) to £7 and £5 – this is partly because of a 10% rise in pitch preparation fees.

· Junior Section

· After an open floor discussion it was decided that the first child’s subscription will increase from £40 to £45 but all other subscriptions will remain the same, so the second child will pay £25 and all other siblings will pay £20.
